


A Note to You

Parents regularly assert that our educational products—the MCT language arts curriculum in particular—engender a 
different response in children than other curricula.  Many parents have said that, with our books, they at last can teach as 
they always have wanted.  Why might this be?

Royal Fireworks Press was founded in 1977 to provide educators with totally different materials with which to educate 
children.  We believe that education should be child-centered.  Education is an individual process, and each individual 
is different.  In order to be effective at the highest level, educational materials should be flexible and adaptable to each 
individual child.

We believe that education should be joyous, filled with fun, humor, and art; educational materials should not be sloughs 
of dry, dull material that has to be “covered.”  We believe that children should be impelled rather than compelled to study 
the material we want them to learn.  We believe that if we challenge them and expect great things from them and give 
them books that appeal on many levels, we can help them to achieve.  Honey really is more attractive than vinegar.  

At Royal Fireworks we seek to develop curricula to inspire the imagination of children, to engage them affectively 
as well as cognitively, to transmit joy and fun and creativity and a sense of wonder and excitement about the 
world around us.  Books—particularly textbooks—have to be designed with the child in mind, formulated in 
two-page spreads to convey an idea, a concept, an understanding that works in that space.  Textbooks should have art.  
They should open vistas for children to explore a wider world.  They should be fun.  Frequently our texts do not look like 
the texts of other publishers.  We sometimes do odd things with type because it helps kids to understand a point.  We use 
subtle colors.  If a child has to be cajoled to read one of our texts, we have failed.

We do not use worksheets.  We believe that they are the neutron bombs of education; they kill all intelligent life while 
leaving the textbook intact.  Coping with a worksheet sends a child in search of a short answer that will fit on a short line.  
We prefer that children seek large panoramas of ideas and relationships.  To worksheet a subject is to trivialize it.

While we have a sense of intellectual and artistic play, we do not sacrifice what we believe children must know.  We think 
that there is a core knowledge that educated people should have.  We would never shortchange that; our view of core 
knowledge is far more extensive than that of other educational publishers.  We do not “dumb down” material, and we do 
not abide low expectations.

We are unusual among educational publishers in that we publish many novels for children.  Novels are an important part 
of the art, the world of the imagination, that we offer to kids.  Historical novels are particularly useful in engaging children’s 
imaginations in worlds that are otherwise remote and unlike our own.  They also allow us to discuss topics in ways that 
enable children to feel the emotion instead of simply trying to deal with abstract ideas.  We have taken pains to ensure 
that our novels are free of the inappropriate language, situations, and behaviors that so often characterize modern novels 
for young readers.

There is a parallel between what we do with books for children and what you do in educating your kids at home.  Some 
parents are determined to do everything possible to ensure that their children are truly educated.  Others are content to 
do their duty, to hand out the worksheets, to offer up the textbooks, to proffer the assignments and the tests, and to let it 
go at that.  We try to publish special materials for those parents who want to make the extra effort to ensure that their kids 
succeed.  For you we are prepared to go the extra mile with what we publish to help you help your children.

We don’t always get it right, just as you don’t always get it right. We all learn as we go. We listen to you and pay attention 
to what you tell us. If we find that our books are less than what you need, we send them to be recycled and produce better 
editions. We make our books more attractive, more approachable, and more appealing whenever we see the possibility 
for improvement, and we will continue to do that. We will remain committed to you and your success with your children. 
We welcome your input, criticisms, and suggestions, and we hope that you will continue to be a partner to us in producing 
better materials for you and your children. We hope that we can be a worthy partner to you in your endeavor to give your 
children the very best you can offer them. We want that very best to have a red truck on it that says Royal Fireworks Press.

About the Cover
Many people wonder why we use the Model-T in our logo at Royal Fireworks Press.  To be precise, our logo is 
a 1914 Ford Model-T C-cab delivery van.  It is a case of art imitating life.  Originally we adapted a drawing by 
Milton N. Kemnitz (1911-2005) of the truck, which he knew as a little boy because it was the delivery vehicle of 
a drycleaner owned by a friend of his father.  We chose it as our logo to suggest that we are looking back with 
reverence to the learning, lore, pace of life, human interaction, and many (but by no means all) of the values of 
previous generations.  It is a fitting symbol for a company where humans still answer the phone because your call 
truly is important to us, and we want to treat you as we would want you to treat us.

The Ford Model-T, which was unveiled on October 1, 1908, is one of the great symbols of human ingenuity; 
it comes from a time when people understood the mechanical world, and most people could (and needed to) 
make a wide variety of repairs to the mechanical things they used.  One day in 2015 we got the opportunity 
to buy the van pictured on the cover.  It was yellow and painted with the name of a florist in Fresno, California, 
where it had sat in a garage for a generation after the owner’s death.  We jumped at the chance, bought it, 
and had it shipped across the country to New York, where we took it into our factory.  Bill and Lil Schoonmaker, 
who ran our bindery at that time, undertook to convert the yellow van into the Royal Fireworks red truck.  They 
removed every piece, polished every screw, bolt, nut, and other metal parts, and then reassembled the entire 
vehicle for its final painting.  The importance of its year of manufacture in 1914 is that it was the last year of the 
brass era for Ford; subsequent models had chrome-plated electric lights instead of the beautiful brass gas and 
kerosene lamps of our logo.

Twice-exceptional children are those who are both gifted and have a learning disability or an attentional 
or behavioral disorder. Because they have exceptionalities at both ends of the spectrum, their needs 
tend to go unmet. Often they are able to compensate for their disability with their giftedness, and their 
disability typically masks their giftedness, leaving them struggling enormously to perform at average 
levels, unnoticed by school systems. This book tackles the problem of identifying gifted kids who have 
dyslexia, dysgraphia, sensory processing disorder, auditory and visual processing disorders, ADD, autism 
or Asperger’s, ODD, OCD, anxiety, and depression. Dr. Postma explains in detail what these children 
are like and how to accommodate their needs in the regular classroom so that they can strengthen their 
weaknesses and maximize their strengths.

Murphy was a dog from the beginning. He was a happy puppy, and incredibly smart. Yet at about the 
age of five, he began exhibiting pervasive symptoms of anxiety and fear that rapidly took over his life. His 
story is one of struggle against unknown terrors and of the love and patient care that his dog mom (a.k.a. 
owner) provided to bring him back to health. It is a tale of love, determination, resilience, and inspiration.

This book is emotionally rich, yet it also offers clear explanations of giftedness and twice-exceptionality for 
people who may be new to those topics. It presents a portrait of what being 2e can look like, but it does so 
through the figure of a dog. Murphy’s story presents parents and other adults with insight into some of the 
ways in which real people must deal with twice-exceptionality in all its complexities, but it also offers 2e 
children the chance to see aspects of themselves in the nonthreatening context of an animal story. Among 
the lessons they will learn is that, no matter how much they may struggle, no matter how exasperated their 
parents may feel sometimes, they are still beautiful, valuable individuals who can be the light of someone’s 
life. There is no better lesson than that.

The Cheetah Stories are illustrated picture books for young gifted children who need help understanding the difficulties 
that come with their gifts and who must learn to appreciate their strengths rather than focus on their struggles. Each 
book tells an engaging story, which is followed by pages for the child that contain questions and activities, as well as 
pages for adults that offer information and tips about what to talk about with the child.

The cheetah cubs are based on renowned author Stephanie Tolan’s now-famous cheetah metaphor for gifted children. 
Cheetahs are the fastest animal in the world, but if we put restrictions on them and hold them back, would they still 
be cheetahs? Tolan describes these stories as “a welcome expansion of my cheetah metaphor.” These books are an 
important first step toward enabling gifted children to feel good about themselves for exactly who they are.

Poodle professes to be 
a poet, and although he successfully puts his money where his beak is, the author is a pretty 
sneaky player as well, filling the story with the very poetic techniques that he claims never to 
have heard of (you can’t trust authors).

Again in this book the fourth wall is broken as the author and Poodle discuss and debate both poetic devices and the 
plot of the story, and again Maybe mouse breaks into the scene occasionally to remind everyone that this is not just 
a story; it’s a play, and they’d best get their parts right. The book operates at several different levels, all as the drama 
unfolds around a lurking monster and an ominous storm brewing in the distance.

This book does so much more than impart an appreciation for poetry! It provides children with valuable instruction 
in how writers can make their writing not just more beautiful but also more effective at conveying the message they 
want to communicate—lessons that will be useful both in academia and throughout their entire lives.

The readers receive all the information needed to solve the problems at the same 
time Lennie does, and they can then try to solve the problems themselves or follow along as Lennie 
and her friend Gil find the solutions. But the path to those solutions isn’t always the simplest or most 
direct one. Lennie runs into complications along the way, which not only makes for a more interesting 
story but also illustrates some often-neglected truths about problem solving. The aim of the novels is to 
present math concepts in a memorable and entertaining way, taking readers through the full experience 
of mathematical discovery.

A Note to You

Parents regularly assert that our educational products—the MCT language arts curriculum in particular—engender a 
different response in children than other curricula.  Many parents have said that, with our books, they at last can teach as 
they always have wanted.  Why might this be?

Royal Fireworks Press was founded in 1977 to provide educators with totally different materials with which to educate 
children.  We believe that education should be child-centered.  Education is an individual process, and each individual 
is different.  In order to be effective at the highest level, educational materials should be flexible and adaptable to each 
individual child.

We believe that education should be joyous, filled with fun, humor, and art; educational materials should not be sloughs 
of dry, dull material that has to be “covered.”  We believe that children should be impelled rather than compelled to study 
the material we want them to learn.  We believe that if we challenge them and expect great things from them and give 
them books that appeal on many levels, we can help them to achieve.  Honey really is more attractive than vinegar.  

At Royal Fireworks we seek to develop curricula to inspire the imagination of children, to engage them affectively 
as well as cognitively, to transmit joy and fun and creativity and a sense of wonder and excitement about the 
world around us.  Books—particularly textbooks—have to be designed with the child in mind, formulated in 
two-page spreads to convey an idea, a concept, an understanding that works in that space.  Textbooks should have art.  
They should open vistas for children to explore a wider world.  They should be fun.  Frequently our texts do not look like 
the texts of other publishers.  We sometimes do odd things with type because it helps kids to understand a point.  We use 
subtle colors.  If a child has to be cajoled to read one of our texts, we have failed.

We do not use worksheets.  We believe that they are the neutron bombs of education; they kill all intelligent life while 
leaving the textbook intact.  Coping with a worksheet sends a child in search of a short answer that will fit on a short line.  
We prefer that children seek large panoramas of ideas and relationships.  To worksheet a subject is to trivialize it.

While we have a sense of intellectual and artistic play, we do not sacrifice what we believe children must know.  We think 
that there is a core knowledge that educated people should have.  We would never shortchange that; our view of core 
knowledge is far more extensive than that of other educational publishers.  We do not “dumb down” material, and we do 
not abide low expectations.

We are unusual among educational publishers in that we publish many novels for children.  Novels are an important part 
of the art, the world of the imagination, that we offer to kids.  Historical novels are particularly useful in engaging children’s 
imaginations in worlds that are otherwise remote and unlike our own.  They also allow us to discuss topics in ways that 
enable children to feel the emotion instead of simply trying to deal with abstract ideas.  We have taken pains to ensure 
that our novels are free of the inappropriate language, situations, and behaviors that so often characterize modern novels 
for young readers.

There is a parallel between what we do with books for children and what you do in educating your kids at home.  Some 
parents are determined to do everything possible to ensure that their children are truly educated.  Others are content to 
do their duty, to hand out the worksheets, to offer up the textbooks, to proffer the assignments and the tests, and to let it 
go at that.  We try to publish special materials for those parents who want to make the extra effort to ensure that their kids 
succeed.  For you we are prepared to go the extra mile with what we publish to help you help your children.

We don’t always get it right, just as you don’t always get it right. We all learn as we go. We listen to you and pay attention 
to what you tell us. If we find that our books are less than what you need, we send them to be recycled and produce better 
editions. We make our books more attractive, more approachable, and more appealing whenever we see the possibility 
for improvement, and we will continue to do that. We will remain committed to you and your success with your children. 
We welcome your input, criticisms, and suggestions, and we hope that you will continue to be a partner to us in producing 
better materials for you and your children. We hope that we can be a worthy partner to you in your endeavor to give your 
children the very best you can offer them. We want that very best to have a red truck on it that says Royal Fireworks Press.

About the Cover
Many people wonder why we use the Model-T in our logo at Royal Fireworks Press.  To be precise, our logo is 
a 1914 Ford Model-T C-cab delivery van.  It is a case of art imitating life.  Originally we adapted a drawing by 
Milton N. Kemnitz (1911-2005) of the truck, which he knew as a little boy because it was the delivery vehicle of 
a drycleaner owned by a friend of his father.  We chose it as our logo to suggest that we are looking back with 
reverence to the learning, lore, pace of life, human interaction, and many (but by no means all) of the values of 
previous generations.  It is a fitting symbol for a company where humans still answer the phone because your call 
truly is important to us, and we want to treat you as we would want you to treat us.

The Ford Model-T, which was unveiled on October 1, 1908, is one of the great symbols of human ingenuity; 
it comes from a time when people understood the mechanical world, and most people could (and needed to) 
make a wide variety of repairs to the mechanical things they used.  One day in 2015 we got the opportunity 
to buy the van pictured on the cover.  It was yellow and painted with the name of a florist in Fresno, California, 
where it had sat in a garage for a generation after the owner’s death.  We jumped at the chance, bought it, 
and had it shipped across the country to New York, where we took it into our factory.  Bill and Lil Schoonmaker, 
who ran our bindery at that time, undertook to convert the yellow van into the Royal Fireworks red truck.  They 
removed every piece, polished every screw, bolt, nut, and other metal parts, and then reassembled the entire 
vehicle for its final painting.  The importance of its year of manufacture in 1914 is that it was the last year of the 
brass era for Ford; subsequent models had chrome-plated electric lights instead of the beautiful brass gas and 
kerosene lamps of our logo.
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
